If you wish to reserve space at this show, please send a completed reservation form, a City of
Springfield vendor license application, and your check for the proper amount made payable to
Ozarks’ Coin Club, Inc. ((Those who register before the 15" of Nov. 2007 and who stay till the
end of the show in 2008 will receive a rebate of $15.00 on the first table and $10.00 on each
additional tables at the end of the show. Other applications need to be in postmarked by the
15th of September 2008. Applications may be accepted after that date, if space is available.
