A Week With the ANA 

     I started my voyage to 
Colorado Springs on Friday June, 
29th.  It took us two days to get 
there from Springfield, Mo.  We 
finally arrived you could seriously 
only imagine all of the amazing 
things that were there, as well as 
the people.  I found out that this 
was the place for me almost 
instantly and I met people that I 
had a lot of things in common 
with. 
     The next day we went to our 
class and was introduced to our 
instructors and fellow classmates.  
I was lucky enough to get 
Matthew Kleinstuber, Don 
Bonsor, and Mary Sauvain, who 
were the instructors for 
“Introduction to Grading 
American Coins”.  We went 
though this packet that explained 
how a blank was formed into a 
planchets then into a coin.  We 
reviewed the many steps it takes 
to produce a coin.  We were told 
that “Soon we would be grading 
our own coins.” 
     The next day we took notes 
on grading.  Did you know . . . 
The definition for grading is just a 
short hand method of determining 
a coins value?  You probably 
already knew that, fine—how 
about that Brown and Dun were 
the ones who started the first 
grading guide in 1971?  Neither 
did I until the Ozarks’ Coin Club 
and ANA gave me a chance to 
learn about it.  We also learned 
about the two different types of 
grading.  You have the technical 
grading and the market grading. 
     Your technical grading 
focuses more on the contact

marks, the strike of the coin, and 
the luster, but the number one  
thing is the coin’s eye appeal.  
Then there’s Market Grading.  
Market Grading focuses more on 
detail and goes a little more into 
depth about explaining the coins 
condition.  There are five main  or 
important steps on Market 
Grading a coin.  They are: 
1. Hold the coin by the edges 

NOT by the obverse or 
reverse. 

2. Hold the coin 1-3 feet from 
your light source and that 
should be a 100 vlt light bulb.  

3. Rotate the coin under the light 
to see the cartwheel or luster 
(FYI luster is the stuff that 
makes the coin shine)  

4. TAKE YOUR TIME, don’t rush 
yourself.  That way you don’t 
make any misstates and miss 
something that could have a 
lot of effect on the grade of 
the coin. 

5. When using a magnifying glass 
or loop be sure to move the 
coin not the loop and keep 
both eyes open. 

· One of the most important thing 
to remember is that you need 
to use an incandescent light.  
It is the best light to give you 
a true view of the coin and 
also you will not damage the 
coin or your eyes and both 
can stay in good condition. 

     The next day we graded our 
own coins. (HOW EXCITING).  It 
was an adventure in itself, 
amazing and it was educational.  
There were so many to choose 
from.  I tried to stick with the easy 
ones at first, then gradually 
increased to the harder ones to 
try and challenge myself.  I went 
for the Morgan Dollars, Walking 

Liberties, Washington Quarters, 
and Indian Head Cents. 
      Our last day in class was 
devastating.  It was the worst day 
of them all, because we had to 
take a test.  I’m not saying the 
class and the whole thing was 
bad—just the test.  I mean—
come on-nobody likes to take a 
test.  They freak out and become 
a nervous wreck due to the 
reason that they are afraid of 
what the test will do to them.  It’s 
OK though because this was an 
easy one.  All I hade to do was 
grade a few coins.  I don’t mean 
to make this sound easy because 
its not.  I can say “ I’ve been 
there”’ I should know.  I didn’t 
know and that’s why I’m glad that 
the Club invited me to enjoy the 
experience that the ANA planed, 
and this experience helped me 
understand things more clearly. 
     Now I try to grade coins as 
much as possible because it’s 
kind of has to do with that saying 
“use it or lose it”.  I had gotten 
interested in coins that summer 
thanks to the Club and ANA.  So 
all I have to say again is THANK 
YOU for giving me this 
opportunity.  Who knows maybe I 
can see you there next summer, I 
hope to, and I’m most positive 
that the ANA would welcome you 
to come, and enjoy  a journey to 
the unknown.

EXTENSION TO THE QUARTER 
PROGRAM 

 Yes, in the congressional rush that took 
place, so they could make their 

Christmas Vacation, congress approved 
and appropriation bill that also added an 
extension to the Quarter Program.   The 
Quarter Program was schedule to end at 
the end of this year.  But congress 
added an eleventh year to it.  —  The 
U.S. — 50 States Quarter Program will 
end this year.  But the Quarter Program 
(State Quarter Program) will go on for 
another year.  Congress has decided to 
include five US insular territories to the 
program and  the District of Columbia.  
The five territories are:  American 
Samoa, Guam, American Virgin Islands, 
Puerto Rico and the Commonwealth of 
Northern Mariana Islands.  Most of these 
areas have been possessions for over a 
century.

Restores Motto to  
Obverse of Coin. 

Yes, can you believe it?  Congress in 
Section 623 of the appropriation bill 
would require that the new Presidential 
dollar coin program remove the national 
motto “ In God We Trust,” from the edge 
of the coin.  It is to be put back on the 
obverse of the coin where it previously 
appears on all other coins.  This change 
would be required “as soon as is 
practicable after the date of enactment.”  
So, you can look for the change on the 
2009 Presidential Coins.

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Nero here, kicking off the 2008 Coins of the Month with the quarter that kicks off the final year of 
the 50 State Quarters Program:  the Oklahoma Quarter!  The wildlife shown here represents 
Oklahoma well, because this dapper design was picked by those who live in the state. 
     The designing began in Feb. 2006 when residents suggested more th an 1,000 ideas for the 
quarter’s image.  They later voted ten written ideas down to five.  US Mint Sculptor-Engravers 
and artists in the Artistic Infusion Program turned the five ideas into pictures, which they sent 
back to Ok.’s Governor. 
     Governor Brad Henry had the final say, but he let the Oklahomans make the choice, as 2007 
was the 100th anniversary of Oklahoma becoming a state.  In April 2007, Governor Henry 
announced the winner with the most votes by far:  the design that features the Indian blanket 
and scissortail flycatcher, the state wildflower and bird.  The Department of the Treasury then 
approved the design. 
     The four other finalist designs contained various combinations of the statue of a pioneer 
woman and c hild f und in Oklahoma, a windmill, waving wheat, an oil derrick, the state outline, 
and a calumet (peace pipe). 
     Governor Henry noted that it was hard to “distill everything that is Oklahoma down to a 
single design”.  But tens of thousands of Oklahomans took part in the selection, and resulting 
image reminds everyone of the state’s natural beauty.
